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Compact Mediation Training Project
Eligibility
Do you work for a third sector organisation (employee, trustee, director or similar) or for the statutory sector

organisation in Wolverhampton or Dudley? If so you have a fantastic opportunity for training with the Compact
Mediation Training Project.

Aim

The purpose of this training is to create a pool of 12 volunteer mediators to resolve disputes between third sec-
tor organisations and statutory sector agencies in such a way that the parties are able to continue to work to-
gether and improve future partnership working.

Cost

Due to funding from All Saints & Blakenhall Community Development (ABCD) and WVSC the course is offered free
to applicants who live in the ABCD area and meet the other criteria. If you live in another part of Wolverhampton
or in Dudley local authority areas you may apply for the course at the cost of £2850 per person. Trained media-
tors will then volunteer to work on up to 2 cases a year for 2 years.

Selection

There is a selection process, including an application form and interview (possibly by telephone).The course is an
intensive 5 full days, split info 2 days at the end of March and 3 days in April 2010. The frainers are internation-
ally renowned mediators from the Centre of Effective Dispute Resolution (CEDR), the course is accredited. There
are other conditions and benefits. (continued on next page)
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Closing date for receipt of completed application forms is 11 February 2010. Participants will be selected
a month before the start of the course to allow for the 16 hours pre-course reading. Places are limited, so
if you are interested please contact us as soon as possible.

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COMPACT VOICE QUESTIONS ANGELA SMITH'S COMMITMENT TO THE COMPACT

But Cabinet Office says third sector minister is '100 per cent committed to the refreshed Compact'
despite declining to go the a Compact meeting at London Zoo

Third sector minister Angela Smith's failure to attend today's Compact annual meeting could be inter-
preted as a lack of commitment o the agreement, according to Compact Voice.

Smith is due to speak at the social enterprise conference VoicelO in Cardiff but had nevertheless ruled
out attending the Compact event because it is being held at London Zoo. She is a patron of the Captive
Animals' Protection Society, which wants zoos abolished.

Tom Elkins, manager of Compact Voice, which represents the voluntary sector on Compact matters, said:
"While we respect Angela Smith's reluctance o attend personally due to her involvement with the Captive
Animals’ Protection Society, we're aware that some may consider this an indication of a lack of commit-
ment to the Compact.

"We hope that Government will assuage these concerns by taking this opportunity to publicly restate its
commitment to the refreshed Compact, and to detail how these principles will be implemented, embedded
and strengthened in Government practice."

Smith was strongly criticised last November for breaching the Compact, the 12-year-old agreement that
outlines how the public and voluntary sectors should behave fowards each other, when she scrapped the
Campaigning Research Programme, withdrawing grants to 32 voluntary organisations without consultation
and transferring the money to the Hardship Fund.

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A Cabinet Office spokesman said Smith was "completely, 100 per cent committed to the refreshed Com-
pact”.

He said Dawn Butler, minister for young citizens and youth engagement, who is attending the Compact meet-
ing instead of Smith, would focus on "outlining the next steps in ensuring the refreshed Compact is properly
implemented, embedded and strengthened".

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CHARITIES SHOULD SIGN UP TO THE COMPACT, SAYS SIR BERT MASSI E

Commissioner for the Compact calls for more visible support for the agreement

Sir Bert Massie, Commissioner for the Compact, wants third sector organisations to pledge publicly to fol-
low Compact principles and help to raise the profile of the agreement.

Speaking at the annual meeting of the Compact at London Zoo, Massie said the agreement, which sets out
how public bodies and third sector organisations should treat each other, would be strengthened if volun-
tary sector bodies publicly promised to follow it.

He said some public bodies had privately expressed frustrations fo him that third sector organisations were
keen to criticise public bodies' breaches of the Compact, but would sometimes not keep to their own side of
the deal.

He suggested that sector umbrella bodies should be among the first to sign up.

Massie also said he was disappointed at the response to a survey about awareness of the Compact among
government departments and non-departmental public bodies.

The commission was hoping to receive at least 325 responses to the poll, carried out by researchers
nfpSynergy, but received only 143. The results are expected at the end of March.

Nick Carey, a policy officer at Acevo, said the chief executives body fully supported the principles of the
agreement but would be unable to force its members to follow it.

"We would publicise it o our members," he said. "But we will not be forcing our members to follow it be-
cause obviously that would be up to them."

Third sector minister Angela Smith sent a recorded message to delegates at the meeting, in which she
apologised for not being able to attend because of her opposition fo animals being kept in captivity. She re-

mained fully committed to the principles of the Compact, she said.
